Patients founded the Long Covid 

Switzerland association in Bern on 26 

March 2021 to promote the recognition 

of Long Covid as a disease, research into 

clinical treatments and support for those 

affected. The self-help organization has 

its roots in the Facebook group Long 

Covid Switzerland, which has been 

advising and supporting Long Covid 

sufferers since September 2020 and 

offers them a platform for multilingual 

exchange. Those affected in French- 

speaking Switzerland also exchange 

information in the French-speaking 

group Covid-19 forme longue Suisse.
